Dear Parents:

There are, of course, a few things we need to address. 
 

 Please have your child/children wear appropriate clothing and footwear.  No short shorts or heels.  We 
reserve the right to send a child home for inappropriate clothing.   

 

 Your child must wear his/her art program t-shirt.  The first shirt is included in the cost of the program. 
Additional t-shirts are available for $10.00 each.  Please make check payable to Slidell Art League or 
Olde Town Arts Center.   
 

 Children must bring their lunch including a drink.  Parents, we respectfully request that you not send 
your child with energy drinks in their lunch or for snacks.  As most of you know, these drinks contain 
almost twice the amount of caffeine as a regular soft drinks. 

 You must send a note to with your child if they will be walking or riding a bicycle home. 
 

 Cell phones, pagers, portable c.d. players, ipods, PSP’s, Nintendo DS and Gameboys are not 
permitted.  If a child brings devices such as these, they will be confiscated and a parent/guardian will be 
responsible for picking the item up.   
 

 Please pick your child up on time.  Camp will end at 4:00 p.m. and your child will need to be picked up 
no later than 4:30 p.m.  There will be a $25.00 late fee assessed for each late pick up. 

 
 Please note that theft of property, profanity or violence towards others (students or teachers) will not be 

tolerated and will be grounds for IMMEDIATE expulsion from the program and no refunds will be 
issued. 

 
 Inappropriate talk/behavior – We feel that it is best left in the parent’s hands to communicate with their 

child about how serious inappropriate talk and behavior/actions can be.  Please explain to your children 
what boundaries can or cannot be crossed with other genders/races.  From name-calling and bullying, 
to invading personal space and inappropriate conversations and language, please help us to help your 
children understand that none of this is acceptable.  This behavior will not be tolerated and will be dealt 
with swiftly and accordingly should it occur. 

 
 Please encourage your child to communicate with their teachers.  Should you feel that any problem
